19. (Sale of Land and Timber - Wa of Section 16, T. 18 N. , R. 7 E.,
M.D.M) Upon motion duly made and unanimously carried, a resolution
was adopted authorizing the sale of land and timber on the We of 
Section 16, T. 18 N., R. 7 E., M.D. M. to Mr. Joe Gray at a price 
of $4, 509.00 subject to reservation to the State of all the minerals. 

20. (Request to Lease Tidelands, Marin County for Rod and Gun Club
Victor J. Canepa) Upon motion duly made and unanimously carried, a
resolution was adopted authorizing the Executive Officer to nego-
tiate a ten year lease with Mr. Canepa and associates for 437.52
acres of tideland in San Francisco Bay in the Gallinas area. The
applicant proposes to construct levees and a clubhouse for a rod 
and gun club. The annual rental is to be subject to confirmation
by the Commission. 

21. (Pipe Line Right-of-Way Easement - American Potash and Chemical
Company) Upon motion duly made and unanimously carried, a resolution
was adopted approving the issuance of a right-of-way easement for 
ten years to the American Potash and Chemical Company for construct
tion of a water line over vacant School Land in the No of NE$ of

Sacramento for the purpose of mapping and classifying State sov-
ereign and proprietary lands incident to the Land Indexing program. 
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
