tion, and Alprinzo E.-Bell Company, as joint bidders. This bid wns
awarded subject only to approval of the award by the Socretary of the
Interior in accordancé with the stipulation entered into botwesn the
Axtorney Goneral of the Unitod Statos and the Attorney Genoral of Calie
fornia, in the oase of the United States vs. Gnlifornin, On September
23, 1947, subsequent to the award, the Secretary of Interior wns reguested
to approve the issuarice of the lease pursuant to tho stipulatione Todte
no approval has been forthcoming from the Secretary of Interior for this
loase, 8o the lcose has not beon exzecuted by the State.

The bidders now sbtate vhob bocause of the loug delay in the issuance of

tho lo&se their filed qualifieation to furnish drill sites is now void

due to the fact that their agreecment for such drill sites has expired and no
new drill site agreement has beon made. They further state that because

of additional geological information about the area obtained from wells
drilled recently in the upland, the following conditions provail:

(a) The tide nnd submerged lands, ombraced in said bid, are not being
drained of oil and gas at the present time:

() TPhore is little likelihood of oil being found in the area covered
by the proposocd leaso;

(c} If suoh aroa contains oil, it is locaded at such extrome dopths
or so far offshore that it connot bo feasibly oxploited by mesans of
slant drilling from on=shoroe drill sites.

Tho conditions enumerated in paragraphs (a), (b) and (¢) are concurred
in by tho Commission's Consulting Geologist and the Staff.

Cos 2nd D. Fq Foote, Alphonzo Boll, Jr. for Alphonzo F, Bell Company,
joint bidders, &ppoarcd bofore the Comnission relative to this matter, as
well as Assistant Attorney Genoral Walter L, Bowers. Mra. Denn raised the
question as to whethor or not, sincc wo had requested approval of the
Dep~riment of tho Interior for the issuance of this loase but had not
roceoived it, we might be doing the wrong thing to allow withdrawnl at this
time since permission might ecome later. Mr, Bowers advised that this was
not the cass and that approval of withdrawal might be safely given.
