Richmond-San Rafael ferry of this Company. Appraisal of this land indicatess
the 5,1k acres to have a value of $2,570. In building the new ferry pier
the apnlicants have agreed to remove the old existing installation,

Upon motion duly made and unanimously carried, a resolution was adopied
authorizin~ the issuance of a lease of tide and submerged lands on 5.1k
acres adjacent to Point San Quentin ts Richmond and 3an Rafael Ferry and
Transportation Company for a period of approximately 23 years and 7 months
or until December 31, 1971 at an annual rental of §154.20 with the right
of the transportation company to renew the lease for a period of an addi-
tional 25 years at such terms and conditions as shall be fixed by the State
<& the time of renewal, Said agrecment to provids that the transportation
