Lol 
pending receipt from the Attorney General of a formal opinion on the following 
questions : 

1. Does the Commission have adequate powers of eminent domain for the 
acquisition of necessary sites and rights of way? 

2 . Could the Commission obtain immediate possession of drill sites 
through condemnation? 

2. Which bids received qualify under the Commission's Notice of Intention
to Receive Bids? 

The formal opinion of the office of the Attorney General (No. 19/257) summarized
in the order of the questions detailed above states: 

1. The State may not : acquire such drill sites unless and until the State's 
ownership of the leasehold lands is confirmed and established. 

2. The answer to the first question being in the negative, the answer to 
this question is likewise in the negative. 

3. The bid offer of the Southwest Exploration Company is the only bid 
offer legally qualified as a proper bid for consideration as the basis 
for award of an oil and gas lease.

Southwest Exploration Company, subject to the filing of a performance bond in the 
amount of $25, 000

2. Could the Commission obtain immediate possession of drill sites through 
condemnation?
