9. (RENEWAL OF RIGHT OF WAY EASEMENT P.R.C. 329, ROCKAWAY BEACH, KEN ROYGE, INC., 
W.0. 735) The Commission was informed that an application has been received from 
Ken Royce, Inc. for renewal of Right of Way Easement P.R.C. 329 at Rockaway Beach, 
San Mateo County. Easement P.R.C. 329 was issued August 19, 1947, for a period 
of one year with the option in the lessee to renew for fourteen successive periods 
of one year each, and has since been renewed for two periods of one year each. 
The casement covers the installation, maintenance and operation of a twelve inch 
salt water intake line extending into the Pacific Ocean a distance of approximately
70 feet. The annual rental in accordance with the established rules and regula-
tions for such right of way easement is $41.40. 
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
