APPLICATION FOR DREDGING PERMIT, JOHN M. VIEIRA, SACRAMENTO RIVER, SACRAMENTO

An application has been received from John M. Vieira of Isleton, Califomia,
for a permit to dredge in the bed of the Sacramento River adjaczent to Ida
Island, located near Isleton, in Sections 21, 22 and 27, T. 4 N., R. 3 E,, dan
M.D.B.& M., Sacramento County. The applicant is the fee owner of Ida Island.
The proposed dredging will provide an entry channel to docking space for
! small boats in a cut 150 feet by 8CU feet on Ida Island. A maximum of 1,000
cubic yards of material will he reaoved from the bed of the Sacramento River
at the entrance to the cut. Extracted material will be deposited on the
island.
Section 6303 of the Public Resources Code provides in part: "When a con~-
tractor or permiitee hag a contract with or a permit from the Federal Govern-
ment or any authorized public agency to dredge navigable streams for the
- improvement of navigation, the commission may, when in the best interests
of the State, allow such contractor or permittee to have .sand, gravel, or
other spoils dredged from the sovereign lands of the State located within
the srzas specified in such contra~t or permit without, paying a royalty
- therefor. The smounts of sand, gravel or other spoils so removed from sov-
N O ereign lands shall not exceed thoae specified in the contract or pemmit."

On Octoder 24, 1951 (Minute Item 20, page 1472), the Commission directed:
"Where dr:..-ing is done at private cost for the behefit of navigation, or
vhere it 15 dom- 8o as to have concurrent benefite t¢ narigaiion; £lood
control end recreational interests, a minimum royalty of one cent per cubic
yard is required. in these cases, a favorable opinion Yrom the U. S. Corps
of Engineers to the effect that such benefits will result i3s a requisite.”

The Corps of Engineers has advised that a permit authorizmg the dredging ;
operatiore has been issued. ‘.—
