APPLICATION FOR DREDGING FERMIT, TIDE AND SUBMERGED LANDS, SUNSET HARBOUR,
ORANGE COUNTY; DECON CORPORATION - W.0. 5695.

An application has been received from Decon Corporaticn for a permit to dredge
approximately 40,000 cubic yards of material from & portion of the Sunset
Harbour Main Channel in the vicinity of Seal Beach, Orange County, as part of
a harbor-improvement program. Approximately 20,000 cubic yards of the dredged
material will be used for filling adjacent property owned by Decon Corporation.
The remaining 20,000 cubic yards, which, according to the applicant, is unsuit-
able material consisting of half trash and half sandy sil¢, 1s to be hauled
off by truck and deposited in a dump area on the uplaand.

Sestion 302 of the Puhlie Resonrces Cnde provides that the Commiggion may grant
the privilege of depositing material uprn, or removing or extrecting meterial
from, tide or submerged lands owned by the State for the improvement of naviga-
tion upon such terms and conditions and for such consideration &s willl be for
the best interests of the State.

The U. S. Corps of Engineers has issued a Department of the Army permit author-
izing the conduet of dredging operations at the location descrided in the
application. The Division of Beaches and Parks has reported that issuance of
the permjit would have no effect upon any of its programs or projects. The
Division of Small Craft Herbors has concluded that it interposes no obJection
to issuance of subject dredging permit nor to the development planned. The
Department of Fish and Game has reviewed the application, and has determined
that no fish or wildlife is involved.

The $5 filing fee has been submitted by the applicent.
