ISSUED: July 25, 1958. 

WORK COMPLETED ON LEASE: Twelve exploratory wells drilled from floating 
barges (redrilled two). Constructed drilling and 
producing platform "HARRY", drilled twenty-four 
development wells, and redrilled one. 

PREVIOUS DEFERMENTS: From December 22, 1962, through June 21, 1969. 

THIS DEFERMENT: From June 22, 1969, through December 21, 1969. 

REASON FOR REQUEST: To analyze and interpret geological data obtained 
from the wells drilled on the lease and in the area 
adjacent to the lease, and to continue engineering 
studies in order to plan for additional development 
of the field. 

IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT THE COMMISSION AUTHORIZE THE GRANTING TO PHILLIPS 
PETROLEUM COMPANY OF A DEFERMENT OF DRILLING REQUIREMENTS UNDER OIL AND GAS
