After consideration of Calendar Item 5 attached, and upon motion duly made 
and carried, the following resolution was adopted: 

THE COMMISSION: 

1. DETERMINES THAT AN ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT HAS NOT BEEN PREPARED FOR 
THIS ACTIVITY BECAUSE IT IS CATEGORICALLY EXEMPT UNDER THE PROVISIONS 
OF PUBLIC RESOURCES CODE SECTION 21084; 14 CAL. ADM. CODE SECTIONS 15100, 
ET SEQ. ; AND 2 CAL. ADM. CODE SECTION 2910(a). 

2. AUTHORIZES THE ISSUANCE TO DIXON BOAT AND FISHING CLUB, INC. OF A 10-
YEAR NONCOMMERCIAL LEASE FROM JULY 1, 1972, WITH ONE 5-YEAR RENEWAL 
OPTION; IN CONSIDERATION OF ANNUAL RENT IN THE AMOUNT OF $150, PROVI-

A 0. 275-acre parcel of tide and submerged land in Cache 
Slough, Solano County. 

LAND USE: Maintenance of two existing floating wharfs, launching ramp, 
and walkways. 

TERMS OF PROPOSED LEASE: 
Initial period: 10 years, from July 1, 1972. 

Renewal option: 1 additional period of 5 years. 

$2,000.Surety bond: 

Public liability insurance:
$100,000/$200,000 for personal injury and 
$50,000 for property damage. 

CONSIDERATION: $150 per annum. 

BASIS FOR CONSIDERATION: 
$150 minimum rental for this type of lease.

U. S. Army Corps of Engineers permit issued. 

Applicant is lessee or permittee of upland.
