All spoils to be disposed of, as required by
the Regional Water Quality Control Board, at 
either the Alcatraz Disposal Site No. 11, or 
at the Farallon Islands 100 Fathom Disposal
Site No. 7. Both sites are approved by the
U.S. Corps of Engineers. 

OWNERSHIP : Dredge area is within grant to the City of
Oakland with minerals reserved to the State 
of California. 

CONSIDERATION: Public benefit, no royalty required. 

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT CONSIDERATION:
1 . An environmental impact report is not re-

quired. This project is withan the purview
of 2 Cal. Adm. Code 2907, Class 4, which 
exempts maintenance dredging operations. 

2. This project is situated on State land
.dentified as possessing significant 
environmental values, pursuant to Public
Resources Code 6370.1, and is classified
in a significant use category, Class C: 
Multiple Use. Staff review indicates
that there will be no significant effect 
upon the identified environmental values.
The staff of the Division has received 
no adverse comments on this project.
