AREA, TYPE LAND AND LOCATION: 
A 1910 square foot parcel of submerged land in 
Lake Tahoe , Placer County. 

LAND USE: Proposed pier for private recreational use. 

TERMS OF PROPOSED LEASE: 
Initial period: Ten years, from March i, 19?-.. 
Public liability insurance:

$100, 000 combined single limit. 

CONSIDERATION: $40. 00 per annum, with the State reserving the
right to fix a different rental on each fifth.
anniversary of the permit. 

BASIS FOR CONSIDERATION; 
$40. 00 fixed rental for this type of permit..
(Rent calculated from Ordinary Low Water line.) 

PREREQUISITE TERMS, FEES AND EXPENSES : 
Applicant is owner of upland. Filing fee has
been received.

This project is exempt from CEQA because it 
is within the purview of 2 Cal. Adm. Code
2907 (a); Class 3, which exempts a new
structure under 3,000 sq. ft. restricted to 
noncommercial or recreational uses.

the designated time period, then this
permit is automatically terminated;
effective upon notice by the State, and
the site shall be cleared pursuant to
the terms thereof.
