is deemed impractical by reason of the small
size, or irregular configuration of the State's 
property or its inaccessibility from drill-
sites reasonably available, the Commission may 
negotiate and enter into a lease for development 
of the State lands through drilling from ad-
joining lands. The State's parcel is an
irregular configuration and the only drill-
sites reasonably available are under lease by
Standard, 

Section 68732 requires that before offering 
any tide or submerged land area or bed's of 
navigable rivers for lease, the Commission
shall hold a public hearing within a city or
county adjacent to such area. 

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT: 
The staff has prepared an initial study on 
this project which includes analysis of the 
potential for subsidence and pollution and. 
proposes mitigation measures for such impacts.
This study has been sent to responsible agencies 
for consultation and comment.
