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DELEGATION OF AUTHORITY - EMERGENCY PERMITS

At ‘the present time, severe drought conditions in California
have resulted in requests for emergeficy repairs and activities
within State sowvereign lands. ‘Examples of requests. are
temporary placement of water .delivéry pipes to transport
irrigation or domestic water té arpeas where the water supply
is deficient, constructich of temporary wing dams or other
water diversion fdac¢ilities ‘t6 insule adequate irrigation water
of drainage flows, Or emergency repairs to certain structures
during periods of low water.

Although the Division .cknowledgesthe emergency nature .of
these requests, existifig procedures require that weé proceed
with. the normal permit process, including full Coumission
review and approval. ' “

Moré expeditious issuance of permits is considered essential
to facalitate prompt :adtion during times of emergency.
To accomplish this it is requestéd the Executive Officer of
the State Lands Diwvision be delegated the authority 'to issue
"Temporary Peérmits - Emergency Basis" for necéssary work.

All projects authorized by the Executive
Officer will be coordinated by staff with
the appropriate governmentdl ggencies
including, but not limited to, the U.S.
Corps of Engineers, Department of Fish
and Game 4and. where appropriate TRPA, BIDC,
and the Coastal Commission.

AlY projects involwving enviroiimental
significant lands will be coordinated with
those agericieés nominating the pdrcel.

Théy will help staff détermine if pro-
ject s compatible with the. identified
environmental chatrag¢teristics.
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
