Agreement (BLA 152) approved by the State
Lands Commission at its December 15, 1976 meéting.

As ‘thése lands were tecently acquired, tiiére is
presently no S L.C: Yand use classification.

The permittee, the Department of Fish and Game,
intends to study, manage, and maintain the
naturadl beneflts of the marsh as patt of the
GTI’ZiY -Joice Tsland Wildlife areas. The
peumit w111*serve to probect these lands ard
assure managed protection of the environment,
consistent with the public trust.

The Solano Marsh area has historically béen

a wxnterlng and feedlng area for large numbers

of aterfowl, raptors, shoreblrds,‘and other
water- assoc1ated birds, Practlcally all species
of waterfowl on the Pacxflc Flyway are found

o1 the Solano Marshes at times throughout the
year.

The permit does mot includée any immediate plans

for ‘the modxflcatlon, alteratlon, or :construc-
tion .of fdcilities which would detract from
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the -physical, aesthetic, scenic, or other
environmental qualities of the land. The

permizt ‘by its terms, shall affitmatively

provide for the direct protection of the énviron-
mental qualities of the subject lands.

Accordingly, pursuant to PUblic Resources :Gode
21085, 1mp1enented by 14. Cal. Adm. :Code 15100
et seq 2 Cal Adn., Gode 2907; and 2 Cal. Adm.
Code Art 11; as thc acrlon is for ‘the preservation
and enhancement of natural resources and the
environmejit, it is thereby categoxlcally
‘exempt from the environmental impact report
Tequirements, As a further precaution that

all requirsments of the California Enviton-
mental Quallty Act of 1970 (CbQA) are met;

a perm¢t provision reguires ‘that if at some
timé in the £future substantlal changes are
proposéed by the perm:ttee, appropriate environ-
méntal documents must be prepired.

As the permit will serve to preserve sénsitive
habitat and provide protectlon,for many spec1es
of wlldlrfe, the Division staff recommends

that the Commission find that an - extendeéd
permit térm of 66 years is in the best interésts
of the State as provided by 2 Cal. Adm, Code
2004, The annual reéntal value of the lands is
éstimated to be $5,600.
