Government Code Section provides for retrocession of juris-
diction by the Unites States of land within the State vwhen-
ever .the United States has requested in writing that the
State accept such retrocession and the 'State Lands Commission,
after a public hearing, has determined that ‘the acceptance of
such retrocession of .concurrént jurdsdiction i in the best
interest of the State. Section 113, also providés that the
State Lands Commission $hall make rules and regulations
governing tié pguditidns-gnd procedures of such heardings.
Pursuant to this section of the Gdvernmeént Code, the State
Lands Egmmrssiqnshas}ghabtgd‘S@Ctioh‘2700 et :seq., of Title
2‘af;tbg,caIifbrniédkdminisyrafivé*Codé. Specifically,
Sectdon 2706 requires that the dfficer of the United States
Toduésting the fetrocession o6f juarsidiction shall arrange

foy ‘the payment of the cost of publication and any other
costys  that may be incurred.

O March 18, 1977, Max Cleland, Administrator, U.S. Vetetans
Administration, addréssed a letter to the State of California,.
tequesting that the State accept a retrocession of concurrent
jurisdiction over Fort Rosecrans National Cemetery; Golden

mitted was an agreement for the reimbursing of the State Lands
Commission for thé -costs incurred pursuant to the requést

for the retroceding of concurrent jurisdiction. Said agtee-
ment is .cn file in the office of ‘the State Lands Divisjion,
This request by the U,S. Veterails Administration is pursuait

to 38 U.S.C. Section 1004(g).

Based: upon the foregoing, it is hecessary that the ‘State
Lands Commission ‘hold a public heating to deterinine whéther
retroceding .of ‘concurrent jurisdiction of such lands is in

the bést interest -of the State. Notice of such hearing is ‘to
be publishéd pursuant to Section 6061, of ‘the Government Code.
After the hearing, the matter will be ‘brought back béfore the

Commission for its determination, of State interest.
