OTHER PERTINENT INFORMATION:1. An Environmental Impact Report is not
required, This transaction is within
the purview of 2 Cal . Adm. Code 2907,
Class 1B, which exempts an existing
structure or facility that is in an
acceptable state of repair and there 
is no evidence of record to show injury
to adjacent property, shoreline erosion, 
or other types of environmental degradation. 

2. This project is situated on State land 
identified as possessing significant
environmental values pursuant to Public
Resources Code 63701; and is classified 
in a use category, Class B which authorizes
Limited Use. 

Staff review indicates that there will 
be no significant effect upon the identi-
fied environmental values, This is
an existing facility for which no adverse 
comments have beeni received. 

APPROVALS REQUIRED AND OBTAINED:this facility is subject to the jurisdiction
of the Tahoe Regional Planning Agency, 
U. S. Army Corps of Engineers, California
Department of Fish and Game, Lahontan Regional
Water Quality Control Board, and the County
of Placer. The proposed permit is conditioned
on the approval of all agencies having 
jurisdiction.
