is deleted in its entirety. This
deleted a rental based upon a royalty,
which is inappropriate in this

case.

Section 5, paragraph 5 (non-monetary
consideration), is deleted in its
entirety. This paragraph is inappro-
priate.

Section 5, Paragraph 7, delete
