For several years, the United States Army has been 'interested

in obtaining title to the 21,120 acres of State school

lands within Fort Irwin near Barstow, San Bernardino County.

The staff has been concerned because of the low rental

obtainable for the desert lands within Fort Irwin which

has been running $21,120 annually. In the pursuit of an

exchange, the staff has examined a number of Federal properties
that have become surplus tc Federal<needs Recently ‘the

Unlted States General Sérvices Administration advised the

staff of a 285 acre agricultural parcel adjacent to Camarillo

State Hosp1ta1 in Ventura County. Preliminary study indicates

rental income from this property would be: from 1% to 2

times the rental capability of the Fort Irwin parcels.

Also a 160 acre parcel near Dixcn. So¥ano County, with

agricultural potential, is available. The fee value of

these properties preliminarily appears Lo be egual to or

greater .than the State lands within Fort Irwin,

In order that they may have some assurance of the State's
interest in these prdperties prio¥ to expending time and
money on formal appraisals, the Gentral Services Admin-
istration has requested a formal indication of interest
from the Commission.
