placed 200 feet waterward of the shoreline
at approximately 100-foot intervals

on or abcut May 15, and removed on

or about October 15. The purpose of
this action is to restrict all boating
activity for the protection of the
public utilizing the adjacent State
beach. Nc fees or charges are made

of the public for these facilities.

D. L. Bliss State Park is a facility
providing national and stalewlde public
benefits.

An EIR is not required. Yhis transactiom
is within the purview of 2 Cal. Adm.
Code 2907, Class 1(B), which exempts

an existing structure or facility that
is in an acceptable state of repair

and there is no evidence of record

to show injury to adjacent property,
shoreline erosion, or other types of
environmental degradation.

This project is situated on State land
identified as possessing significant
environmental values pursuant tc P.R.C.
6370.1, and is classified in a use
category, Class B, which authorizes
Limited Use.

Staff review indicates that there will

be no significant effect upon the identified
environmental values. This is an existing
facility for which no adverse comments

have been received.

The Commission at its meeting on
Noveémber 27, 1978, suspended all lewsing
for new construction at Lake Tahoe,
except for mooring buoys in designated
areas. This action was taken pending
completion of an EIR which addresses

the cumulative impact of continued
construction of piers in Lake Tahoe.

The application herein is for the con-
tinued use of navigational buoys in

the Lake, and therefore is not subject
to the Commission's suspension of leasing
activities for new construction.

This facility is subject to the jurisdiction
of the Califorunia Tahoe Regional Pianning
Agency, Tahoe Regional Planning Agency,
United States Army Corps of Engineers,
California Department of Fish and Game,
Lahontan Regional Water Quality Control
Board, and the County of El Dorado. The
proposed permit is conditioned on the approval
of all agencies having jurisdiction.
