Subsidence studids will be perfiormed
in the same period to mea<ure vertical
and horizontal ground movements, to
analyze any subsidence damage to Harbor
District facilities and to initiate
requests for Commission prior approval
of subsidence cost expenditures.

DISCUSSION: All work "o be perfofmed under this approval
will conform to the Definitions and Procedures
for Subsidence Maiutenanée and Repajr
and Subsidence Studies adoptad by the Com-
mission on June 27, 1979 (Minute Item 27}.
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The Commission staff has worked } y

with the City to bring about reductions

in the cost of vertical measurement surveys.
This includes reduction in some survey
lines in areas of less elevation change ]
as well as other modifications in the leveiing
prcgram. These changes should lead to reduced
expenditures while still providing the

ddta to monitor ground elevation changes
within the City of Long Beach. Therefore,

the staff recommends a reduction in the
amount té be budgeted for Vertical Measure-
mehts and Studies to more nearly approximate
the current expénditure trend.

The $110,000 requested for the Harbor Depart-
menit expenses. relating tc subsidence matters
is substantially grester than the current
expenditure trend. Future expenses should

be lower because of fewer subsidence projects.
Therefore, the stxff would also recommend

a reduction in the amount to be budgeted

for State lLands £xpense under Subsidence
Studies.
