1. Mineral prospecting permits PRC 6892.2 and
PRC 6893.2 were appfoved for issuance to
Jean E. Clary and Robert L. Ansara by the
Commission on September 26, 1985, effective
October 1, 1985.

The Permittees were authorized to prospecl
by performing geoslogic mapping and rock
chip sampling. Work to date has delineated
areas of mineralization which warrant
further prospecting. The Permittees are
hopeful that further mapping and sampling
will provide target areas that may wacrant
future drilling to better evaluate the
economic mineral potential of this State
school land parcel.

After reviewing the request for extension
of the permits., staff believes there are no
circumstances surrounding the project nor
changes in the environment or the prcject
that indicate the proposed action will have
2 significant effect on the environment.

The primary term of a prospecting permil is
two years. TYfhe Commission may, in its

discretion, extend the term for one
additional year.
