1 . Mineral prospecting permit PRC 7965 was

approved for issuance to Homestake Mining 
Company of California by the Commission on
April 23, 1987, effective May 1, 1987. 

The permit authorized geologic mapping and 
rock chip sampling. All samples are 
extracted with hand-held picks and hammers 
and taken offsite for assay. All vehicle 

access is restricted to existing roads and 
jeep trails. 

The permittee indicates that additional 
mapping and sampling is necessary to 
understand the mineral potential of the 
parcel, and has requested a one-year
extension to conclude their mapping and
sampling program. 

2 After reviewing the request for extension 
of the permit, staff believes there are no 
circumstances surrounding the project, nor 
changes in the environment or the project
that indicate the proposed action will have 
a significant effect on the environment. 

3. The primary term of a prospecting permit is 
two years . The Commission may, in its 
discretion, extend the term for one 
additional year. 

4. The proposed extension of prospecting 
permit PRC 7065 will provide for the 
mineral evaluation of the State School 
Section and, if successful, would result in 
a significant source of royalty revenue for
the State Teaching Retirement System.
