OTHER PERTINENT INFORMATION: ]
1. PRC 4698 was initially issued as a Non~Commercj&l and
Protective Structure Permit for a term of 15 years
beginning August 1, 1972 to Howard Detwiler, et al, dba
Shore Cliff Lodge. The authorized use under the permit
was a rock seawall with backfill to be topped with
white sand to create a 1,600 square foot beach.

In 1973, the parties assigned their interest in the
permit to Shorecliff Properties, Inc. and amended the
permit to install erosion control material, consisting
of 6,000 cubic yards of large rock and 250 cubic yards
of concrete, on seven new parcels located at the base
of the cliffs supporting the Assignee’s business
"Shorecliff Inn and Motel". As a part of the project,
a retaining wall was constructed on the upland landward
of the existing seawall, nontidal beach area and the
ordinary high water line.

The permit recognizes the existence of an easement on
the upland property for purposes of public ingress and

egress across, over, and upon the adjacent upland. 1In
1972, Howard Detwiler, et -al conveyed the easement by
an Irrevocable and Perpeétual foer to Dedicate to the
City of Pismo Beachq

In 1987, the Stute Lands Commission approved the
issuance of a new 15-year General Permit - Recreational
Use/Protecezve Structure Permit, beginning Augqust 1,
1987, to Shcrecliff Properties, Inc. Shorecliff agreed
to provisions that (1) the ongoing maintenance of the
lease area by the installation of the embankment
protectlon matérial be limited to the existing area,
and' (2) an acknow’edgement of the perpetual easement
and an agreement not to discourage public use of the
easement and beach area.

By application dated December 14, 1990, TIC World-Wide
Corporation, a California corporatiocn, has requested
assignmeént of permit PRC 4698 from Shorecliff
Properties, Inc., effective December 11, 1990. TIC has
purchased the bu51ness assets of ShOrGCLlff Propertles,
Inc. and proposes no changes in the lease premlses.

All other terms and conditions of the permit remain
unchanged and in full force and effect.

The land description of the Lease Premises, attached
heretc as Exhibit "A", is being amended to more
accurately describe the subject parcels. The amended
description does not enlarge or enhance the Lease
Premises.

This activity involves lands identified as possessing
significant envircnmental values pursuant to

P.R.C. 6370; et seq. but will have no direct effect on
those s;gnxflcant lands.

Pursuaiit to the Commission’s delegation of authority
and the State CEQA Guidelines (14 Cal. Code

Regs. 15061), the staff has determined that this
activity is exempt from the requirements of the CEQA
because the activity is not a "project" as .defined by
CEQA and the State CEQA Guidelines.
