Sovereign lands in the Stanislaus River, at 18 riffles sites, beginning one mile
below Goodwin Dam and ending within the city of Oakdale, Tuolumne,
Stanislaus and Calaveras counties.

AUTHORIZED USE:

Proposed gravel replenishment to restore salmon spawning habitat for fall-run
chinook salmon.

LEASE TERM:
Two years, beginning June 14, 1999.

CONSIDERATION
The public use and benefit, with the State reserving the right at any time to set a

monetary rent if the. Commission finds such actlon to be in the State’s best
interest.

OTHER PERTINENT INFORMATION:
1. Applicant has the right to use the uplands adjoining the lease premises.

2. The Knights Ferry Gravel Replenishment Project (KFGRP) is funded by
CALFED and the Stockton East Water District. CALFED was established
as a means of resolving the State of California’s problems with inadequate
water supplies, inadequate flood control, and declining aquatic and
terrestrial species and their habitats. THE KFGRP has been designed to
improve habitat conditions for fall-run chinook salmon in the Stanislaus
River. Fall-run chinook are proposed for federal listing as threatened
under the Endangered Species Act of 1973 (ESA). This project is being
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funded by CALFED to assist the recovery of the declining species,
thereby allowing for increased beneficial uses of California’s water supply.

The project will consist of adding clean spawning-sized gravel to 18

- -existing spawning riffles. Adding clean spawning gravel to existing
spawning riffles should improve survival and emergence of incubating
salmon eggs. The project will provide a means to evaluate different
methods of restoring spawning habitat. Momtonng of the sites will

continue through January of 2001.

3. A Negative Declaration (State Clearinghouse No. 99042027) was
prepared and adopted for this project by the Caiifornia Department of Fish
and Game. The California State Lands Commission’s staff has reviewed

such document.

4. This activity involves lands identified as possessing significant
environmental values pursuant to Public Resources Code sections 6370,
et seq. Based upon the staff's consultation with the persons nominating
such lands and through the CEQA review process, it is the staff's opinion
that the project, as proposed, is consistent with its use classification.
