Liability insurance in the amount of no less than $500,000.

OTHER PERTINENT INFORMATION:
1. Applicants own the uplands adjoining the lease premises.

2. On April 13, 1999, the Commission authorized a ten-year Recreational
Pier Lease with John E. McAmis and Renee C. McAmis, as Co-Trustees
of the McAmis Family Trust dated December 9, 1994. That lease expired
on November 29, 2008. Applicants are now applying for a new
Recreational Pier Lease.

3. Applicants qualify for a Recreational Pier Lease because they are natural
persons who own the littoral land that is improved with a single-family
dwelling.
